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2009 — 2010 School Year:

e The Council has received funding to initiate new PASS partnerships for 2009 — 2010. If you know of a
school and business partnership that would be interested in participating, please contact Dr. Elaine Liftin at
(954) 727 — 99009.

e Council initiatives for the upcoming school year include working with the Florida Department of Education
and the state’s Differentiated Accountability Directors to develop regional Leadership Academies and
Forums that are customized to meet specific educational needs of schools. In addition, the Council will work
with interested school districts to deliver professional development training for educational leaders.

e The Executive PASS model will be implemented for the first time in 11 schools in Osceola County. There
are currently 41 partnerships in Miami-Dade County, and the program is also underway in Orange and
Hillsborough counties.

e Students at Lorah Park Elementary in Miami-Dade will begin the school year with a new state-of-the-art
science lab including two greenhouses. All of the materials and equipment needed are thanks to a grant from
the Leonore Annenberg School Fund for Children as a project of the Annenberg Public Policy Center of
the University of Pennsylvania. New science books will be added to the media center, and students will
receive after school tutoring in science.

e Ten schools in Hillsborough County are participating in a new teacher initiative sponsored by a grant from
the Helios Education Foundation. Specially trained mentors will partner with teachers that are new to the
profession, new to a school, or teaching a grade level or subject area for the first time. The special focus will
be in the areas of mathematics and science at the secondary level. A similar initiative will be underway at
Sulphur Springs Elementary in Tampa, funded by JPMorgan Chase Foundation.

e Teachers in Osceola and Orange counties will participate in a grant funded by The Wal-Mart Foundation
entitled “Teacher Empowerment and Mentoring.” This is geared toward teacher retention, a major concern
of the education profession.
